“Sunglasses are very important because the
sun’s rays can do long term damage to the eyes,
causing everything from burnt eyelids to small
tumours.

“Dry eyes are another problem in hotter weath-
er conditions. If you’re suffering, get artificial
tears from the pharmacist to keep them from
drying out.”
