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World briefs

Troops tighten noose
LIBYA: Libyan forces have fought their
way into the eastern outskirts of
Muammar Gaddafi’s home town of Sirte
in a bid to link up with comrades from
the west and tighten the noose around
the loyalist stronghold. More than a
month after sweeping into Tripoli and
ending Gaddafi’s near 42-year rule,
Libyan forces still face fierce resistance
on three fronts – in Sirte, in Bani Walid
south-east of the capital and in pockets
in the country’s vast desert south.

212 injured as two
subway trains collide
CHINA: At least 212 people were injured
when two Shanghai subway trains crashed
yesterday in the latest trouble for the rapidly
expanded transportation system in China’s
commercial centre. The crash on one of the
city’s newest subways, came after Shanghai
Shentong Metro Group said that the line
was having delays due to equipment
problems. Shanghai, a city of 23 million, has
rapidly expanded its subway system in
recent years.

‘Greece can survive’
GREECE: Prime Minister George
Papandreou said his debt-ridden country
has “great potential” and can emerge from
its deep economic and financial crisis. As a
potentially disastrous debt default looms
just weeks away for Greece, Mr
Papandreou told a conference of the
Federation of German Industries: “We are
borrowing to repay.”

Floods hit bridge
INDIA: Commuters stand on both
sides of a bridge that was washed
away by floodwaters near Jajpur town,
about 81 miles north of
Bhubaneshwar yesterday. More than
120,000 people have evacuated, but
tens of thousands are still marooned.
Air force helicopters are delivering
food and more than 370 boats
relocating stranded residents.

Croc in jogging park
MALAYSIA: A crocodile sighted at a jogging
park lake has eluded officials who set traps
and partially drained the water. The four-foot
crocodile was first seen sunbathing beside
the lake in Miri city, Borneo, on September
12. Authorities suspect it was dumped there
by an owner who lost interest in it.

‘Cuddly cartoon girl’
ITALY: Convicted killer Amanda Knox is a
loving young woman rather like cartoon
character Jessica Rabbit, a defence
lawyer claimed. A day after another
lawyer told her appeal hearing that Knox
was a “a lying, sex-loving she-devil”,
Giulia Bongiorno said Knox, the
American student found guilty of killing
British room-mate Meredith Kercher, was
not the “femme fatale” her accusers
describe and compared her to Jessica
Rabbit, saying she was faithful like the
“Who Framed Roger Rabbit” character.

Dyson, right, collapsed at
home on September 19 after
suffering a massive brain
haemorrhage.

He was rushed to Hud-
dersfield Royal Infirmary
but deteriorated and was
transferred to Leeds General
Infirmary for brain surgery.

But he suffered a second
massive haemorrhage and
died the following day aged

j u s t 2 4 . T h e f o r m e r
Holmfirth High School
pupil was one of Hudders-
field’s top DJs and shot to
fame in 2008 when he won
the prestigious Movida
Corona UK DJing contest at
top London nightclub The
Ministry of Sound.

The popular DJ had resid-
encies at Queen Street bar
Tokyo and Havana Club in

Wakefield. Last week as trib-
utes poured in James’ father
Mick said his son “lit up
everybody’s world” while his
fiancé, Denika Devine,
described him as “an abso-
lute legend” and said he
would do anything for any-
one.

Goodwill messages have
continued to flood a special
Facebook tribute page set up

in honour of
the well-liked
DJ with almost
2,000 people taking
the time to register on the
page.

The family has now
announced the funeral this
Friday will be a celebration
of his life and have banned
any form of black dress.

The service at 3pm at New

Holmfirth will feature
music and a video
compiled from clips
by friends and fam-
ily.

After the service
a wake at Hudders-
field venue Tokyo –
one of James’ main

employers – will fea-
ture mixes done by the
