CUTS in council and police
funding has meant that vets are
increasingly having to take in

stray animals especially at weekends
and bank holidays.
Many of the animals are healthy but lost, whilst
others are genuine strays leading a nomadic life.
All stray dogs are eventually transferred by the
council dog warden service to specific boarding
kennels where they can be reclaimed by their
owners, says Mandy Greenwood from Calder
Vets.
Stray cats present more of a problem.

Healthy cats aren’t generally presented as strays
but vets often have to deal with injured or sick
cats brought in by worried members of the
public.
Unless these cats are micro-chipped or have
collars with name tags, tracing their owners is
almost impossible.
Unfortunately there is no formal system for
coping with stray injured cats and their fate
depends on the extent of their injuries and the
goodwill of the vets and certain charities.
All vets will recommend micro-chipping of
dogs and cats.It is reliable and safe for your pet.
Having a microchip means that they can be

traced back to you, wherever they may end up.
All vets, rescue organisations and stray kennels
routinely scan any ‘ownerless’ animal they
come across.
Micro-chipping is very straightforward, the
implant is injected beneath the skin at the back
of the neck.
Your pet doesn't need to be anaesthetised for
this procedure.

BLOOD TRAPS GYM THIEF
Man stole to feed drug habit

a gym to feed his drug habit.

Richard Dickinson.
But when he returned the following

morning, he found that a ground floor
window had been broken.
Mr Dickinson discovered that protein

shakes had been taken from a shelf,
together with the laptop, and there was
blood on pieces of glass from the
shattered window.
Scenes of crime officers took swabs

from the site and the 31-year-old was
arrested.

Magistrates were told that Thomas, of
no fixed address, was also found in
possession of a small quantity of
cannabis at Huddersfield Police Station.
He was remanded in custody for

breaching his bail conditions after failing
to comply with the probation service in
the preparation of a presentence report.
Andrew Sugden, defending, said that

his client clearly led a ‘chaotic lifestyle’.
He said: “He first denied the offence

but when he came to court he admitted it

because he realised he had given a
ridiculous explanation as to how the
blood was there.
“He was in prison last year and when

he came out he was determined to get out
of trouble.
“He did this until September and then

fell back into taking drugs.
“It’s very clear to me that he needs to

grasp the nettle or else he’s going down a
slippery slope.”

community order for 18 months with
supervision.
He was also ordered to complete a

drug rehabilitation order and pay £445
compensation to the gym.
