proposed that a pilot scheme would
be set up to run a service in the Colne
Valley on a voluntary basis.

“Amid much secrecy and specula-
tion but true to their word, the Hairy
Bikers roared into Slaithwaite and
started filming in the local businesses
and shops, with schoolchildren,
scouts and community groups.

“The Calendar Girls were taken to
a secret location to test their cooking
and team working skills, and local
elderly recipients were identified for
the Meals on Wheels service.

“A competition for local recipe

suggestions for the Meals on Wheels
service was run at the Slaithwaite
Bandroom, and the Scouts were
engaged in a big clear-up of the
ground behind the Waves centre so
that veg for the meals can be grown in
the future.”

The two presenters also entered
into the spirit of the Calendar Girls’
previous efforts with a calendar –
posing naked on a Colne Valley hill-
side, with only veg to cover their
modesty.
