World briefs
Navy rescues Italian
ship from pirates
ITALY: British forces have freed an
Italian cargo ship that was attacked by
pirates off Somalia. The Montecristo
was carrying 23 crew members – seven
Italians, six Ukrainians and 10 Indians –
when it was attacked on Monday. All of
them are now safe and free, the Italian
defence ministry said. The operation
was carried out by two navy ships – one
British and one American – as part of
Nato’s Ocean Shield anti-piracy force.
The 11 pirates on board were arrested
after they surrendered, the ministry
said. Britain’s Ministry of Defence
confirmed that the Royal Navy “was
involved in a compliant boarding” in
which the pirates indicated they would
surrender and sailors boarded the
vessel to take them into custody.

Third attack thwarted
GERMANY: Another attempted arson
attack on a railway in Berlin was foiled
yesterday, the third in two days
targeting rail operations in and
around the city. A railway worker
found three bombs on cables along a
track in eastern Berlin. They were
defused by police experts. An arson
attempt on Monday at Berlin’s central
station was thwarted at the last
minute. A similar device exploded in a
utility shaft next to a high-speed train
line west of Berlin a few hours earlier,
causing damage but no casualties.

Former PM jailed
UKRAINE: Former prime minister Yulia
Tymoshenko was jailed for seven years
in a trial widely condemned in the West
as politically motivated. Opposition
leader Ms Tymoshenko was also banned
from holding government posts for three
years after the end of her sentence and
fined 1.5 billion hryvna (£121 million) in
damages to the state. Ms Tymoshenko
remained calm, but did not wait for the
judge to finish reading the lengthy ruling,
standing up and addressing reporters in
the courtroom as he spoke. She
compared her verdict, which she claimed
was written by long-time foe President
Viktor Yanukovych to the horrific purges
by Soviet dictator Josef Stalin.

USA foils ‘terror plot’
USA: Agents of the Iranian government
were last night accused of being involved
in a plot to assassinate the Saudi
ambassador to the United States, with
help from a purported member of a
Mexican drug cartel. US Attorney General
Eric Holder said the US would hold Iran
accountable. Two people, including a
member of Iran’s special operations unit
known as the Quds Force, were charged
in New York federal court. “We will not let
other countries use our soil as their
battleground,” Preet Bharara, the US
attorney in Manhattan, said at a news
conference in Washington.

Huge cost of floods

THAILAND: Thai soldiers pile up
sandbags to make a flood barrier in
Pathumthani province, central
Thailand, yesterday as the country
counts the multibillion dollar cost of
nationwide flooding that has killed
nearly 270 people and may yet
cause more havoc as waters
threaten to engulf the country’s
capital Bangkok.

REPORT BACKS HEART UNIT
A CHILDREN’S heart unit in
West Yorkshire should be
saved from closure, an NHS
report has recommended.

The paper – released yesterday by
the independent Joint Health
Overview and Scrutiny Committee –
has opposed previous recommenda-
tions to axe the heart unit at Leeds
General Infirmary.

The panel of health professionals
also slammed the way in which the
public have been treated during the
consultation process.

The report said: “We are stunned

by the contempt displayed towards
the legitimate public scrutiny of the
review and its proposals.

“The dismissive response to many
of our requests for information – to
help us consider the proposals, the
evidence base and the implications
for children and families across
Yorkshire and the Humber – has
been inexcusable.”

The proposal to close the life-
saving centre was made during a
national NHS consultation into the

future of children’s congenital heart
services in England – the Safe and
Sustainable Steering Group.

The heart unit is under threat as
part of the review of 11 centres up
and down the country.

If closed it would mean Hudders-
field children and their families
would have to travel to either
Newcastle, Liverpool or Birming-
ham for treatment.

Yesterday’s independent report
said: “Fundamentally, we strongly

believe that any future model of
designated paediatric congenital
cardiac surgical centres that does not
include a centre in Leeds will have a
disproportionately negative impact
on the children and families across
Yorkshire and the Humber.

“In order to meet the needs and
growing demand of the 5.5 million
people living in the region, the
surgical congenital cardiac unit
currently provided by Leeds
Teaching Hospitals NHS Trust must
be retained and included in any
future configuration of paediatric
congenital cardiac surgical centres.”
