World briefs
Nearly 50 hurt in
train crash
GERMANY: Police say nearly 50
people were injured after a regional
train hit a car in eastern Germany.
Federal police spokesman Torsten
Henkel said the train crashed into the
car that had been hit by another
vehicle and pushed on to the tracks in
Lauterbach, between Leipzig and
Chemnitz. The driver of the car
managed to get out before the
accident, but the train couldn’t stop in
time. He says three of the train
carriages derailed.

Ex-president dead
AFGHANISTAN: Two Afghan
government sources have said former
president Burhanuddin Rabbani has
been killed at his home in Kabul. The
news came after an explosion was
heard in the city. Mr Rabbani was head
of the country’s high peace council,
which was set up by the Afghan
government to work toward a political
solution. It had made little headway
since it was formed a year ago.

Aunt, 89, in freezer
AUSTRIA: Police have found the
body of an 89-year old woman in
her freezer and said her nephew
has admitted placing her there.
Police said the unidentified
suspect claimed his aunt died a
natural death in Neuhofen/Ybbs, a
town about 60 miles west of the
capital, Vienna. Police are waiting
for the results of a post-mortem
examination.

Three dead in blast
TURKEY: The interior minister says three
people were killed in an explosion that
was probably terrorism in the capital.
Idris Naim Sahin said the explosion in
Ankara also left 15 people wounded. It
was “highly likely to be a terrorist attack”.
He said the bodies of three people were
found in a building near a car that
exploded in the Kizilay district. The
explosion sparked a series of blasts in
adjacent vehicles.

Huddersfield Sports Centre
for repeated complaints
about loud music disturbing
his game of badminton.

But now Jim Gillan’s six-month
ban has come to an end, the
Beaumont Park man has vowed to
carry on complaining.

And Mr Gillan, 61, will not
return unless he gets a public apo-
logy from Kirklees Active Leisure
(KAL) who run the sports centre.

He will also complain to the
Charities Commission about how
he has been dealt with “unfairly”.

But KAL chie f execut ive
Alasdair Brown told the Examiner
Mr Gillan has “exhausted all aven-
ues of the complaints procedure”
and that he is satisfied KAL has
dealt with Mr Gillan’s complaints
“fairly and robustly”.

Mr Brown said if Mr Gillan
complains again after the ban is
lifted there isn’t an official process
in place that dictates what might
happen next.

The complaining began when Mr
Gillan and other players who meet
up every Monday evening to play

badminton were put off by music
exercise classes going on at the same
time in the sports hall.

The retired director of policy for
Blackburn with Darwen Council
said music played on the stereo
system meant it was difficult for the
badminton players to hear calls and
avoid clashes between players and
racquets.

KAL say they fully investigated
the complaint at the time – offering
the badminton players another time
slot and taking action to reduce the
volume of the music, but Mr Gillan
continued to complain.

Mr Brown said: “I think that Mr
Gillan has gone to the Charities
Commission before and they viewed
it as being an operational matter as
did to an extent the Local Govern-
ment Ombudsman.

“This has been going on for three
years. If he’s got the time and energy
and effort to carry on I am
confident that we have been fairly
robust in this matter. It is not fair on

the other customers and staff of
KAL because of all the time and
effort that has gone into this. I have
spent an awful lot of hours on this in
terms of time and speaking to
people and Mr Gillan.”

Mr Gillan, whose wife Ros still
plays badminton at the centre, said
he wants to put the matter to rest
but won’t return to the sports centre
or stop complaining until he has a
public apology from KAL.

He said he is upset that KAL
allege that his complaining became
“unreasonably persistent and
vexatious” and was “upsetting
members of staff”.

He said: “They have still not
provided any details to back up the
defamatory allegations they made
about my ‘inappropriate behaviour’
which was supposedly extreme
enough to warrant a six-month
ban.

“The inability to support these
hurtful and unfounded allegations
means that the six-month ban
imposed on me was without any
kind of foundation and underlines
any attempt to deflect attention
from KAL’s deliberately unequal
treatment of customers.”
