in for success
A HANDFUL of Holmfirth Harri-
ers’ top athletes were in action
last weekend in two prestigious
meetings at different ends of
the country.

Travelling to Cardiff, under 13
Olivia Sykes and senior athlete
Katie Walshaw competed in the
McCain cross challenge – the third
race in this premier series.

Olivia who had finished in fourth
and third place in the Liverpool
and Bristol McCain races before
Christmas, ran strongly from the
gun, moving through the field to
finish a very close second place in a
time of 9.30 behind Niamh Brown
of Reigate Priory AC.

Katie, representing the North of
England, also ran well in a quality
field of athletes to finish in 14th
place in a time of 26.05, second
finisher for the North.

The first was the race winner,
Lauren Howarth of Leigh AC with
a time of 24.18.

Closer to home, competing in the
North of England Championships
at the EIS in Sheffield, Holmfirth’s
athletes came away with medals
and personal best performances.

The standard was high, which led
to some excellent and exciting
racing and field events.

Winning a gold medal and set-
ting an indoor personal best, Aaron
Kettlewell competed in the under
15 long jump. He took the title with
a jump of 5metres 45cm.

Under 20 athlete Max Kaye also
came away with a medal – this time
silver in the junior men’s 1500m.

Max ran an excellent race com-
ing second with a time of 4.01.
Jordan Toth ran a personal best of
6.99 in the 60m heats in the senior
men’s event.

This gained him a place in the
final where he finished third with
another personal best of 6.96 - thus

also coming away with a Northern
medal.

Junior George ran well in the
senior men’s race, also finishing the
event with a personal best time of
7.33.

Junior athlete Edward Saxton
competed in the under 17 boys’
long jump and finished in eighth
place with a jump of 6.97.

These were excellent results for
the Holmfirth athletes who will be
in action again this weekend at the
Northern Cross Country Champi-
onships in Pontefract.

Sure enough, the Holmfirth juniors
who turned out for their first Junior Fell
Championship race of 2012 – the
Stanbury Splash – deserved every bar of
chocolate and Soreen Malt Loaf that
was thrown at them, as hardened
veterans declared the wind as strong as
they’d known it on Haworth Moor!

Holmfirth fielded 18 juniors and
again had a number of top three
finishers.

Soljai Waterman was the only
representative in the U8 race, but still
managed an excellent best of 4.20.

The U10s, U12s, U14s and U16s all
set off together, which meant a bunch
sprint to avoid the huge puddles and be
first out of the quarry.

Callum Durrans ran very well to
finish in 7.58, 11th overall and 1st U10,
with George Hobbs 35th overall and 5th
U10 and Lewis Hodgson, in his first
race as an U10, 81st overall in 11.09.
For the girls, Millie Yates finished

strongly in 61st place ( 3rd GU10), with
her younger sister Ruby and Elphina
Waterman not far behind.

The U12s was a tough category this
time around and Oliver Rees ran well,
finishing in 13th place overall in 8.02,
but this only gave him 8th U12! Harry
Hobbs managed a PB of 10.06 to finish
59th overall, just behind Lucy
Whitworth, 54th overall and 6th GU12,
in 9.40 and just ahead of Fiona
Hodgson, 70th overall in 10.46.

The first two girls home in the race
were both from Holmfirth – Lucy
Byram was 1st GU14 and 7th overall in
7.34, edging out sister Erica, who was
just behind in 7.50, 9th overall and 2nd
GU14. Daisy Mae Smith also ran well
to finish 30th overall in 8.42, with
Genevieve Durrans close behind, 36th
overall in 8.52. Daniel Whitworth was
sole U14 boy in 8.54, finishing 37th
overall.

The U16s excelled. with Eddie
Hinchliffe 1st overall in 13.09 and
Sophie Spencer 2nd overall and 1st
GU16 in 16.11.

The next race is Ilkley Moor on
Sunday February 26 – let’s hope the
wind has eased off a little by then!
