Waiting times cut
for blood patients
PAT I E N T S w h o h ave
suf fered a deep-vein
thrombosis (DVT) and
n e e d b l o o d - t h i n n i n g
trea tment have been
given a massive boost.

New procedures have seen
waiting times fall dramatically
in Huddersfield.

A new blood-testing machine
in the Clinical Decision Unit at
A&E department at Hudders-
field Royal Infirmary means, on
average, a patient’s tests will
only take 25 minutes.

That compared to a wait
which could take up to a couple
of hours previously.

T h e m a c h i n e c a l l e d
C o a g u C h e k t a ke s b l o o d
through a finger prick then
gives a reading for the Interna-
tional Normalised Ratio.

The amount of warfarin
needed can then be adjusted
accordingly.

Previously a patient had to
have blood taken which was
then sent to the lab.

If the patient then wanted to
wait to talk to a medic about
their results – rather than
receive them over the phone –
then it could mean a much

longer wait. A&E consultant
Sally-Anne Wilson, said: “The
machine is simpler to use, is less
invasive and can be used by any
member of staff.

“The results are also more
quickly obtained so the whole
treatment t ime is huge ly
reduced.

“Patients no longer have to
completely re-arrange their day
around the blood test.”

The machine was bought for
the department after a patient
who had suffered a DVT made a
donation.

Dr Wilson said: “We are very
grateful for this very generous
donation which means a better,
faster service for our patients.
We are lucky as a unit to have
the machine.”

Patient David Bolton, from
K i r k h e at o n , s a i d : “ T h i s
machine makes a big difference.
It’s five minutes or so and a lot

Boys robbed
by drunk thugs
TWO drunken robbers
who carried out a
terrifying attack in a
park have been given
the chance to avoid
custody with a new
community order.

Daniel Ingham, 19,
and 21-year-old
accomplice Christopher
Smith were warned by a
judge yesterday that
they would be locked up
if they failed to comply
with a 12-month
intensive alternative to
custody sentence.

The pair, from
Rastrick and Brighouse,
who were said to have
drunk eight cans of
lager before robbing
their two 15-year-old
victims, will have to take
part in a restorative
justice activity
requirement and be
subject to a three-month
electronically-tagged
curfew which will keep
them in their homes
after 9pm each night.

Recorder Robert
Adams also ordered the
duo to be supervised by
the probation service
for a year and told them
they had to do 150
hours’ unpaid work for
the community.

Prosecutor Sophie
Drake told Bradford
Crown Court how the
two boys had been

sitting near the bowling
green in Shelf Park in
April when the
defendants walked by
apparently drunk.

When the boys later
tried to leave the park
the men shouted over to
them and as the
youngsters walked
towards a wooded area
they were followed.

Miss Drake said
Ingham was most likely
to have been the one
that punched one of the
teenagers in the face,
causing his nose to
bleed. She said the
other defendant told him
to stop punching the
boy, but then told the
complainants to give
them everything they
had got. One youngster
had an iPod, a pair of
earphones and a mobile
phone stolen from him.
His friend also had his
mobile phone taken.

Ingham and Smith
both admitted the two
robbery charges and
Recorder Adams
warned that the
community sentence
was likely to be their
“last chance”.

The judge said the
offences were serious
matters committed at a
time when the
defendants were both
extremely drunk.”
