CATEGORIES

Community Group Award

Sponsored by npower

This category can be defined by a group of people i.e. Cub Scouts or local
villagers, who have made a lasting difference to their local environment and
community. The group could have initiated or organised innovative green
activities, campaigned on a range of green issues and focus on maintaining
and pushing the boundaries of their green projects. The group should be
able to demonstrate how their actions have brought their community closer
together, while continuing to grow with new members, enthusiasm and
passion for conserving the environment.

Their work could also inspire and encourage other communities to learn
about their work and set up their own environmental community group.

Environmental Project Award

This award will be presented to a person or group who has designed and

implemented an original environmental project. This could range from

organising practical fieldwork to campaigning and raising awareness about a

local green issue. We would like to hear about how your project has

influenced others and made a positive impact on our environment. The

winner of this award may have:

e Researched the project prior to implementation

¢ Involved others i.e. the local community, in the design and
implementation

e Possibly worked or consulted with other organisations that the project
may affect or who may help move the project forward

* Made a positive, long-lasting difference to the local environment.

Sustainable School Award

This award will be given to the school that has introduced new

environmental schemes into their daily routine. These can include:

e Composting waste from lunch

¢ Recycling plastics and paper

e Having a garden area to improve habitats

¢ ‘Walk to school” day

 Conserving water e.g. by fitting water-saving toilets or cistern
devices

We want to hear about how you have raised awareness of

environmental matters within your school and local community.

Please explain your campaigns and experiences and how they have

changed your school for the better and helped the environment, and

the importance of sustainable activities. Tell us about what you have

learnt and what you would like to go on to achieve. We would also

like to know if the initial project came from the pupils, teacher

groups, governing bodies or other groups within the school.

Environmental Family Award

This award will be given to a family who contributes to helping the
environment in many ways. This could include:

* Recycling materials

e Composting kitchen waste

* Minimising energy use e.g. by using energy-saving light bulbs
* Implementing water conservation ideas

e Growing fruit and vegetables

All the family should be involved, encouraging each other to reuse, renew
and recycle. We also want to know how it has changed their lives, whether
they have enjoyed the changes and what they think they have given back to
the environment.

Environmental Business Award

We are looking for a business that has introduced environmental
schemes in to their working week. This could mean simple steps to
recycling materials such as paper, glass and plastic to team-building,
environmental fieldwork. The winner will have involved all of their
staff in the schemes, possibly setting up a ‘green” committee to give
workshops about the work they are doing and why it is important,
ensuring that the scheme is ‘business as usual’ and cost effective.
We are also looking for a company that has pushed their
boundaries, possibly stepping outside of their comfort zone to
benefit the environment. We want to see staff enthused and excited
about the work and extending the schemes to further benefit the
environment.

Environmental Individual Award

This award will be given to an outstanding individual who has
contributed considerably to their local environment. This person may
also have encouraged, inspired and enthused people around them to
get involved and do their bit to Go Green!

The judges will be looking for a person who has campaigned and
raised awareness about the local environment and regularly uses
public transport wherever possible rather than cars. They will also
have involved themselves and others, leading by example, in ‘green’
projects such as tree-planting, environmental education sessions or
setting up an eco-committee in their community.

Overall Environmental Award

The judges wish to present one winner with the overall
environmental award. This will be given to the person/group who
has shown outstanding initiative and determination in active
environmental work.

Key qualities could include; being forward thinking, wanting to push
the boundaries of environmental awareness and project work, being
a great role model for others who want to get involved with
environmental awareness, and being keen to continue their good
work.
