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Knife attack man
admits GBH charge
A KNIFE was used in an attack on a man in
his Llandudno home.

Karl Greenhalgh was cut on the face and
back after two men burst in while a woman
stayed by the door.

Thomas Williams, 32, of Liverpool, already
in prison after being branded a dangerous
man, received a two year concurrent prison
sentence after he admitted inflicting griev-
ous bodily harm on Mr Greenhalgh and
assaulting his partner Lea Murdock.

Jamie Smith, 32, of Liverpool, admitted
affray and sentence was adjourned while
Jody Lea, 23, of Maes yr Orsedd, Llandudno,
received a 12 month community order after
she admitted affray.

Mold crown court was told Lea took Wil-
liams and Smith, who were staying with her,
to the victims’ home in the mistaken belief
that they could buy drugs.

Williams demanded drugs and when told
there weren’t any a knife was used to cut Mr
Greenhalgh.

Barrister Tony Rose said Lea was a naive
individual who was overawed by the physical
presence and lifestyle of Williams and
Smith.
