Ex-lawyer loses
marketing deal
News of tribunal puts end to contract

A FORMER lawyer who siphoned
company funds to bankroll a “lavish”
lifestyle has had his contract with a
Liverpool law firm terminated.
Mersey Chambers-based Goldsmith

Williams contracted Denis Whalley
for about a year to build relationships
with claims management firms.
Last week, the Daily Post revealed

that while running his own firm
between 2002 and 2006, Mr Whalley
used £500,000 owed to an expert
witness to buy a BMW 7 series,
cruises, and to make a down payment
on a French chalet.
A Solicitors Disciplinary Tribunal

struck off Mr Whalley, 58, saying he
was guilty of conduct unbefitting a
solicitor. It said he had been
“dishonest, grossly reckless and had
given a materially false and
misleading statement to the Law
Society”.
Goldsmith Williams, run by former

Attorney General Lord Goldsmith’s
brother, cancelled Whalley’s contract
after hearing the tribunal’s findings.
The firm had done nothing wrong

in employing Mr Whalley, as he was
not practising law. A partner at the
firm said last night they were aware
he had appeared before the tribunal

but had not known the outcome until
the Daily Post’s revelations.
Mr Whalley’s firm, Anderson Eden,

folded owing £6.6m to HBOS and he
was declared bankrupt in September,
2006. He was forced to sell his £465,000
home in Blundellsands and move to a
flat in the same village.
Simon Cottrell, a partner at

Goldsmith Williams, said: “We have
terminated a marketing agreement
with his company. He supplied us
with some customer services.
“He introduced us to some claims

management companies. He was
never employed by us. He never dealt
with our clients, never dealt with any
files or finances.”
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Man, 29,
critical
after car
crash
A YOUNG man is in a
critical condition after
crashing into a tree.
Lancashire Police are

now appealing for
witnesses after the 29-
year-old hit the tree
near Ormskirk.
The accident took

place at about 10.20pm
on Monday when a
maroon Ford Fiesta
travelling along Dark
Lane towards Lathom
left the road.
The driver, who is a

local man, sustained
serious head and
internal injuries but
there were no
passengers in the car.
He was taken to

Southport hospital
where his condition is
described as critical.
Sgt Steve Moon said:

“We are trying to piece
together the events
leading up to the
collision and I would
ask anybody who saw a
maroon Fiesta driving
in the direction of
Ormskirk to Lathom
between 10pm and
10.30pm to contact
police on 01772
614444.”
