Artist ‘thought he was
going to die in cellar’

ONE of North Wales’ favourite artist-
ic sons will be making a tearful
farewell next week.

Ed Povey, 57, has been conducting a
farewell tour around Wales before he emig-
rates to America, and his last ever lecture in
Wales will take place at Beaumaris Leisure
Centre.

The grand finale will chronicle the whole
of Ed’s eventful life, including being trapped
in a concrete cellar during the war in
Grenada in the 1980s.

Although he is looking forward to the
show, he admits it will be an emotional
evening.

He said: “It is the final show in my career
in Wales, and my very last lecture.

“I will be telling the story of my career and
my life, and it is a very amazing story.

“For example, I had moved to the West
Indies and was in Grenada when the coup,
and then the US intervention, broke out and
we thought we were going to die.”

The talk will go into details about Ed’s
work.

He said: “I’m going to be showing hun-
dreds of paintings that haven’t been seen in
Wales and have turned up in various art
galleries around the world.

“It will be emotional for me, but it will also
be fascinating and fun. It does kind of close
a very big chapter in my life.”

Ed is best-known for painting 25 murals
on multi-storey buildings around North
Wales, during a seven-year period from 1975
onwards.

In 1992 he was invited by Bangor Uni-
versity to paint what has been called his
most ambitious painting, The Hall of Il-
lusion, in Powis Hall.

It wasn’t until 1993 that he completed
the 20x40ft mural, which can still

be seen today.
The lecture will take place on Tuesday,

October 21 at Beaumaris Leisure Centre,
with the exhibition opening at 7pm and the
talk at 8pm.

Admission is £5 per ticket.
Tickets are available at Cob Records in

Bangor, the Thomas Telford centre in
Menai Bridge, and Canolfan Beaumaris.

Ed Povey’s work is also currently on
display at the Thomas Telford centre in
Menai Bridge, until Thursday, October 16.
